MEMBER-AT-LARGE

 Our club has evolved to be the club of choice for the level of play and quality of membership. 
   I thought that a few special projects this year will help keep “idle hands from the devil’s 
playground” to which I would like to write about Court Etiquette and The Norms of Civility. 
Do’s and Don’t’s…. 
Don’t  go after balls from neighbouring courts when in use. 
Do retrieve balls, which are not in your own game as a matter of courtesy to players of 
neighbouring courts. 
Do refrain from walking across the center of the court during warm up; wait until a rally is stopped 
or a point is made in a game before walking behind a court. 
Do respect start and stop times, as our facility is adequate to accommodate pre and post game 
conversation; leaving and entering quickly ensures continuous play. 
Do keep loud conversations to a minimum as often this represents a distraction to other players. 
Do retrieve balls which are hit outside the court area when the moment is least disruptive to the 
other court players. 
Don’t  leave garbage on the court; recyclable materials should placed in the bins on the court. 
Do welcome new members to the club and invite them to play regardless of their level of play. 
Do smile quickly and play often. 

FACILITIES    
   As I write this newsletter, new fencing is being installed around the courts. The majority of the 
work should be completed by April 1.  
   There seems to be more cracking in our new surface, Tennex will be notified about our 
concerns concerning cracking and repainting. 
   The City of Toronto has installed a sign on the fence explaining court usage. Please be advised 
that all hard-court clubs are required to provide four hours of public time per week. Our courts are 
available to non-members on Saturday evenings from 7 pm until 11 pm . All other times are for 
the use of members and their guests only. Hopefully, this official sign will resolve any issues with 
non-members. 
 

E-MAIL ADDRESSES

 For the last 2 years, we have been sending out renewal messages by email to those who have 
provided us with an email address. Also, during the year we have been able to communicate with 
a large number of our members with announcements, changes of program, winners of events and 
social activities by email. We would not be able to do this by Canada Post, because of the 
expense. (We still send renewal notices and Annual Meeting notices by mail to those who have 
not given us an email address). This means, that if you give us an email address, you will not 
hear from us by mail (except for the Annual Meeting announcement and handbook/tags/parking 
pass package). When we get an email returned to us as undeliverable, we try to contact you and 
ask you for a new address. HOWEVER, if that email does not return, but you are no longer 
checking that address, we do not know that you have not received our communications. This is 
especially important at renewal time.  We ask you to remember to notify us whenever you stop 
using an address that is still active, and give us your new one (you may have a new business 
one, for example and no longer use a free one such as Yahoo or MSN etc). We are dependent on 
your being able to read our communications unless we are asked to take your email address off 
your profile.
