As you know, this was my second year as Membership director.  This year I found myself 
overloaded with family and business commitments which made it difficult to cope adequately 
with the demands of this position which require a concentrated effort in the spring of the year, but 
get lighter once the playing season begins.  I cannot forsee any change in my situation for next 
year, so I have asked to be relieved of this position for 2007.    
 



In recent years, membership has closed in early April, but this year we reached capacity in early 
March, catching a number of returning members off guard, especially those who take holidays in 
distant locations during that period of our winter.   
In 2006 we enrolled 306 returning adult and 63 new members - with the Juniors it was 90 
returning and 56 new, and we already have 23 adults on our waiting list for 2007.  This year we 
were forced to close membership for Juniors during the summer, because all the classes were full 
and there was not enough time available for Juniors to play at other times.  There is no waiting 
list fee for Juniors and we have 7 already wait-listed (mostly with their families) for 2007 
 
Please let me know if you would like to place brochures in locations where people would find 
them during the winter months.  Although we fill up every year, we still need to continue to be 
visible so that our membership numbers remain as they are.  A large number of city clubs have 
very low membership and that causes them a lot of problems.   
 
I want to thank the executives for their help and assistance through the busy period at the 
beginning of the year and look forward to another good year at Central in 2007.

Stan 
kept everyone involved in games both days – it was as much about playing and having fun as it 
was about winning.   
 
The finals, played September 17, produced these winners:  David Harris (Under 18, finalist Jesse 
Greene), Lucas Serafini (Under 15, finalist Graham Pinchin) and Lucas Dermott (Under 12, 
finalist Cassandra Pilacinski). 
 
Well-attended Socials were held Sunday afternoons following Adult events in April (Opening), 
June (Wimbledon) and October (Closing).  
 
The Junior Round Robin (Wed. 4:30-5:30 May-June) began to attract a committed (though still 
small) group interested in regular casual play.  It can be difficult to find cohorts to hit with 
outside lessons – this is a good opportunity.
